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Install the Steering Arm Pins (ASZ0017) into the Install the Billet Steering Arm Housing (ASZ0003)
top of the Billet Steering Frame (ASZ0005), and onto the assembled unit.

then connect the Billet Steering Arm (ASZ0006)

onto it.

Insert two of the 4mm by 10mm Bolts & Bushings (ASZ0019) into the top and bottom of the Billet
Steering Arm Housing (ASZ0003) and tighten the Bolts.
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Install the Rubber Seal Cover Plate & Bolts Grease the Prop Shaft Outer Bearing (ASZ0014)
(ASZ0008) onto the Steering Arm Housing and insert it over the Prop Shaft.

(ASZ0003), and tighten the Bolts.




Install the Prop Shaft Drive Dog (ASZ0015) and The Arrow Shark MC611 Sterndrive will add both
Prop Shaft Nut (ASZ0016) onto the Prop Shaft. scale appeal and high performance to your RC Gas boat.

Transom Template for MC6] 1 Driye

How to use the Template

1. Print this page onto A4-sized self-adhesive paper, or normal A4 paper can be used and adhesive tape
applied to secure the template to the transom.

2. Printers and pages can vary slightly, so double check your print-out’s dimensions with those shown on
the template. If necessary, adjust the scaling of your print-out to obtain the correct dimensions.

3. Hold the template against the transom and match the bottom of the red outline with the bottom of the keel.
Check that the template is perfectly vertical on the transom, and then secure it in place.

4. As explained in the Installation and Maintenance section of this Manual, the template offsets the MC611
Sterndrive about Smm to the right of the keel centerline to help reduce the effect of engine torque for

better straight-line steering, and positions the prop shaft centerline about 6mm above the bottom of the
keel for an optimum depth setting.

5. Drill the center hole first (diameter 54mm) by using a correctly sized drill or cutting tool. If you don’t

have a drill the correct size, use the next smallest that you have and carefully file the hole to the correct
S1Z€.

. Then drill the four mounting holes with a 4.5mm drill.

Remove the template from the transom and use #360 grit sandpaper to smooth the inside of the larger
centre hole

8. Use a thin smear of epoxy glue or fiberglass resin to seal the edges of the ply transom plate around the
centre hole — but ensure that it remains the correct size

9. Finally, use 4mm stainless bolts to secure your MC611 to the transom, and double-check that it is
correctly positioned.
